« Sahel: Battleground between JNIM and Islamic State »
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The EMP-ABB CARESS Reading Club

The Alioune Blondin-BEYE Peacekeeping School, through its Centre for Analysis and Research on the Sahel-Saharan

Region (CARESS), organised the 42nd edition of its book club on Thursday 12 February 2026 in the CARESS

documentation room.

For this edition, the book highlighted was: "Sahel: Terrain of Competition between JNIM and Islamic State" by teacher

and researcher Hamed AG Abdoulaye, former CARESS auditor.

In this collection, the author provides a comparative analysis of the internal functioning of Jamaat Nusrat Al-Islam Wal

Muslimin (JNIM) and Islamic State in the Sahel (IS-Sahel). According to him, despite their common origins, these two

organisations differ markedly in terms of their objectives and doctrines, but offer identical services and requirements in

terms of governance. However, he also believes that the federalism of JNIM contrasts with the unitary model of IS-

Sahel in their internal structures, hence the differences in their sources of funding and media models.

As usual, the question-and-answer session allowed participants to contribute to the discussion and gain a deeper

understanding of the book.

For this edition, the book club brought together CARESS members and club members, including researchers, doctoral

students and CARESS master's students, as well as the author's parents, friends and supporters, who enriched the

discussions with their contributions.
